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TEE STATE OF TEXAS | PROTECTIVE COVENANTS AND LANDOWNERS' AGREEMENT

COUNTY OF NUECES { PADRE ISLAND - CORPUS CHRISTI, SECTION HO. 3

Padre Island Investment Corporation, & Texss corporatlon, hereinafter called
"Gwner", is the owner of the surface estate in and to the following described
property situated in Nueces County, Texgs, to-wit: )

Padre Island - Corpus Christi, Section Fo. 3, a subdivision of Padre
Island, Nueces County, Texas, as shown by map or plat thereof recorded
in Volume 33, pages 83 and 84, Map Records of Kueces County, Texas,
reference to which is here made, hereinafter referred to as the
"addition" or “"subdivision";

subject to that certain lien ian favor of Corpus Christi State National Bapk, which
Joins herein for the scle purpose of acknowledging, ratifying and approving the
covenanty and restrictions hereinafter set forth.

Owner has subdivided sald addition intc lots and blocks with intervening
streets, parks, beautification areas, canals and easements, for the construction,
cperation snd maintenance of sireets, parks, beautification areas, canals, util-
ities, drainage facilities and easements and Owner has dedicated said streets,
parks, beautification areas, canals and utilities, drainage facilities and ease-
ments, as set forth on the above described msp or plat.

I. BSCOPE OF RESTRICTIONS

1. ¥For the purpose of creating and carrying out a wmiform plan for the
improvement and sale of said addition, as a high-quality, marina type subdivision,
to be constructed by COwner on its property situated on Padre Island, Nueces County,
Texas, being the property dGescribed in deed into Owner dated July 5, 1965, recorded
in Volume 1097, page 367, Nueces County Deed Records, reference to which is here
made, which property is hereinafter referred to as the "Padre Isiand-Corpus Christi
Project", or simply as "Padre Island~-Corpus Christi', the following restrictions,
conpditions and use limitations are hereby established, adopted and imposed upon
each lot in saild &ddltlon as shown by ss&id map or plat thereof, save and except the
following: .

a. Lot 10 of Bleck Tl;

b. "Water Access" tract;

e. 3Block 8ha;

d. Lots ik through 26, inclusive, of Block 85;
e. Lots 21 through 27, inclusive, of Block 863
f. lots 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 of Block 88; and

g. Lots 19, 20, 21 and 22 of Block 89;

which lots, Dlocks or tracts are speclflcally excluded from the terms, provisiomns
gnd effect of this instrument.

2. The restrictions, conditionsg and use limitations hereinafter set forth
shall constitute covepants running with the land, shall be binding upcn and inure
to the benefit of Cwner, its successors and assigns, and upon-all persons acquir-
ing property in said addition, whether by purchase, descent, devise, gift or other-
wise, and easch person, by the acceptance of titie to any lot out of such addition,
shall agree and covenant to sbide by and perform the terms, conditions, restric-
tions and covenants as set forth herein. Buch restrietions, conditions and use
limitetions shall be made a part of each contract and/or deed executed by or on
behalf of Owner conveying aany lot by reference to the place of record of this
instrument and by scceptance thereof, the grantee, and all persons claiming under
him, shall be subject to andé bound thereby, and each such contract and/or deed
shall be conclusively held to have been executed, delivered and accepted subject
to all the terms, conditions and restrictions set cut in this instrument. In the
event, however, cf the failure of any contract end/or deed to any lot in said addi-
tion to refer to this instrument, this instrument shall nevertheless be considered
& part thereof, and any conveyance of such lotkshall be construed to be subject
to the terms of this instrument.
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1. A "street™ is any road, street, avenue or drive, designated as such on
the recorded maps of such subdivision.

2. A "utility essement" is any easement designated as such or the recorded
maps of such subdivision, which easement may be used for the construction, mainte-
nance end/or installetion of any and sll utilities, sevage, telephone and water
drainage facilities (surface and subsurface).

3. A "canal" is a waterway.
3

Lk, A "ot" as used herein, shall be interpreted to mean a residential build-
ing site having an ares of not less than sixty-nine hundred (6900) sguare feet.

5. A "corner lot" is a lot which abuts more than one street. Any lot, ex-
cept & cormer lot, shall be deemed to front the street upon which it abuts. A
corner lot shall be deemed to front on the street on which it has the smallest
dimension and improvements shall be built to front on such street, except that the
Architectural Control Committee, hereinafter specified, shall have the right to
designete that the improvements constructed on any such corner lot shall face diag-
onally or on the street having the longest dimension.

6. A "canal lot" is a lot which abuts a canal.

7. An "interior lot" is a lot which dces not sbut a canal.

8. A "mooring area" is that portion of a canel sbutting a canal lot and
designated as such on the plat of such subdivision within which limited mooring

-facilities may be constructed as set forth in paragraph 3 of Part 1V, below.

9. A "navigation channel" is that portion of a cenal so designated on the
plat of such subdivision within which absclutely no cbstructions are permitted.

ITI. ARCEITECTURAL CONTROL

1. The Architectural Control Committee, hereinafter celled "the Committee",
is composed of three. (3) members. The initial members, each of whom shall serve
until his successor is named as provided herein, are:

a. Ben D. Marks, 1916 The 600 Building, Corpus Christi, Texas, T8401.
b. Earl Sams Lightner, 2001 South Staples, Corpus Christi, Texas, 78404,
¢. William Whittet, 823 North Taneshua, Corpus Christi, Texas, TBULOL.

A majority of the Committee may designate a representative to act for it. In the
event of the death or resignation of any member of the Committee, the remaining
members shall have full anthority to designate and appoint a successor. No mem-
ber of the Coemmittee, or his designated representative, shall be entitled to any
compensation for services performed hereunder. At any time, the record owners of
a majority of the lots or tracts intc which Padre Island-Corpus. Christi shall then
be subdivided shall have the power to change the membership of the Commitiee, to
withdraw powers and duties from the Committee, or to restore the powers and duties
of the Committee. Such action shall be effective upon recordation of a written
instrument properly reflecting same.

2., Ko building, structure or improvements of any nature shall be erected,
placed, or altered on any lot until the construction plans and specifications and
& plan showing the location of such building, structure or improvement have been
approved by the Committee as to guality of workmanship and materials, harmony of
external design with existing structures and gs tc location with respect to topog-
raphy and finish grade elevation and meeting the cther standards set forth in this
instrument. In addition, no substantial change in the originally epproved finish
grade elevation of any lot shall be made without the prior written approval of the
Committee.

3., PFinal plans and specificaticns shall be submitted in duplicate to the
Committee for approval or disapproval. At such time as the plans and specifica-
tions meet the approval of the Committee, one complete set of plans and specifica-
tions will be retained by the Committee and the other complete set of plans will be
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marked "Approved", and returned to the lot owner. Anmy modification or change to
the epproved set of plans and specifications must again be submitted to the Com-
mittee for its inspection and approval.

L. “he Commitiee's spproval or disapproval as required in these covenanis
shall be in writing. If the Committee, or its designated representative, fails
to approve or disapprove such plans and specifications within thirty (30) days
after they have been submitted to it, and if nc sult %o eajoin the construction
is commenced prior to the completion of such construction, then approval is pre-
sumed.

5. The Committee shall have the right and authority to waive, modify, alter,
change or approve any covenant, term, conditicn or restriction where, in the
opinion of the Committee, such change is necessary or required for the advantage
and best appearance of the subdivision, in the following particulars, to-wit:

a. Change all restrictions in conflict where one lot and 2ll or a
portion of other contigucus lots are being used together for
the purpose of building a residence.

b. Change these restrictions in the case of lots which are unusual
in size, cr which are of an unusual or irregulsr shape, where
guch change is deemed best for the advantage or best appearance
of the immediate commmnity.

6. The Committee shall have the authority to make final decisions in inter-
preting the generasl intent, effect and purpose of these restrictions.

IV. G(ENERAL LAND USE

1. The following lots in said subdivision shall not be subdivided and shall
be used for multi-family dwellings accommodating not more than three family dwell-
ing units per lot, or one single family dwelling per lot, and for no other purpose,
to-wit:

Lots 1 through 9, inclusive, of Block TL.

2. BExcept as set forth in paragraph 1 of this Part IV and in paragraph 1 of
Part I above, =11 lots in said subdivision shall be used for single family dwell-
ings, and for no other purpose.

3. Ho structure or cbsiruciion of any nature whatsoever shall be constructed
or allowed on, in or under any navigation chammel or any canal: Docks, piers and
mooring posts mey be constructed within the mooring area only after the size, de-
aign and placement of such have been approved in writing by the Committee and the
Trustee, its successors and assigns, as provided in Part VI, below.

4%, All buildings and other improvements placed on any of said lets shall be
newly erected on said lot anéd no second-hand or used buildings or other improve-
ments shall be moved onte any of said lots, and no used or second-hand materials
may be used in the exterior of such improvements unless specifically approved in
advance, in writing, by the Commitiee.

5. HNo commercial, trade or business activity of any nature shall be carried
on upcn any lob, nor shall anything be done thereon which may be or become an annoy-
ence or nuisance to the neighborhood., No cattle, hogs, poultry, horses, or other
animals may be kept on any part of the subdivision, except that this paragraph shall
not preclude the keeping of pets or animals other than the above mentioned suech as
zre ordinarily kept as pets in residential subdivisions provided they are not kept
or bred for any commercial purposes.

6. No outside toilet will be permitted, and no installation of any kind for
disposal of sewage shall be allowed which would result in raw or untreated sewage
being carried into water bedies, except as may be approved by the proper state and
local authorities. No septic tank or other meens of sewage disposal msy be in-
stalled unless approved by the proper authorities having jurisdictior with respect
therete {irncluding, but not limited to, the Health Department of Nueces County,
Texas, and the State of Texas). The drainage of septic tanks into any road, street,
alley or public ditch, either directly or indirectly, is strictly prohibited.
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1. Ho oil drilling, oil development operstions, oil siorage, oil refining, .
quarrying or mining operations of any kind shall be conducted upen any lot by
Owner or its successors in interest,

8. Ho sign of any kind shall be displayed io the public view except one
professional sign of not more than five square feet advertising.the property for
sale, or signs used by a builder to advertise the property during the construction
and sales period.

9. HNo structure of a temporary character, nor any trailer, basement, tent,
shack, garage, barn or cther outbuilding, or any part thereof, shall be used as &
residence or dwelling, either itemporarily or permanently. CGCarages and outbuildings
that are appurtenant to a residence may be erected on each building site upon which
a main dwelling has been erected.

10. House trailers, buses, trucks or similar vehicles, shall bte parked only
es and where spproved by the Committee. HNo vehicles shall be parked on the paved
portion of any street within the subdivision.

11. HNo lot shell be used or maintained as a dumping ground for rubbish or
trash.

12. No building material of any kind or character shall be placed or stored .
uwpon any lot until the owmer iz ready to commence improvements, and then such
material shall be placed within the property lines of the building site upon which
the improvemenis are tc be erected and shall not be placed in the streets or be-
tween the roadbed and property line.

13. Garbage shall not be kept except in sanitary containers. Such contain-
ers shall be kept in & clean and sanitary condition and shall be stored so as not
to be seen from a street or canal.

14, Except as set forth in paragraph 1 of this Part IV, no garage or out-
building apartments for rental purposes will be permitted om any lot. ALl living
guarters on the property, other than the main building, are to be for the bona fide
use of the owner's or occupant's immediate family or servants only.

153. No clotheslines may be placed where they would be visible either from a
street or canal. Such eclotheslines must be enclosed by a hedge or other type
screening enclosure as may be approved by the Committee as a part of the plans for
the improvements to be located on the property.

16. No radio or television aerial or guy wires shall be meintained on any
pertion of any lot forward of the front building line of the respective main bulld- .
ing.

17, Comstruction must begin within three {3} months after the approval of
the plan by the Committee. Completion of such improvements must take no longer
than nine (9) months from the start of construction, unless delayed for some reason
beyond owner's control, in which event the Committee may extend the foregoing time
limits.

V. BIZE, DESICN AND PLACEMENT OF IMPROVEMENTS

1. Pacing: A1l improvements on any lot shall be constructed so as to face
the street upon which such lot fronts, as specified in paragraph 5 of Part II.
Tmprovements placed on corner lots may face as approved by the Committee.

2. Minimum Floor Areas: No dwelling shall be permitted on any lot within
the subdivision unless the flcor area of the enclosed main dwelling, exclusive of
porches, garages, vhether attached or detached, breezevays, patios or other appen-
dages, complies with the following reguirements:

a. The area of the enclosed main dwelling of apy one-story single
family residence must contain not less than 1200 square feet; .

b. The first floor area of the enclosed main dwelling of any two-
story single family residence must contain not less than 800
square feetb;
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¢. The area of the enclosed main dwelling of any one-story multi-
family dwelling must contain not less than 600 square feet per
dwelling unit.

d. The first floor area of the enclesed main dwelling of any two-
story multi-femily dwelling must contain not less than 40D square
feet per dwelling unit.

3. Toundstions:; The foundation must be enclesed at the perimeter with
masonry or wood constructicon which is in harmony with the remainder of the main
dwelling.

k. Exterior Walls: The design of and materials used in the exterior walls
and surface areas of the main structure and any outbuildings constructed on any
lots must be in keeping with the general architectural design of the main dwelling
and other structures in the subdivision and must extend to the ground., Asbhestos
may be used only as approved by the Commitiee.

5. Roof: The pitch of the roof of all structures constructed on any lot
must be approved by the Committee.

€. Fences or Walls: No fence or wall shall be erected, placed, altered or
mgintained on any building site nearer to the sireet lot line than the front build-
ing }ine shown on the map of such subdivision. No fence shall be conmstructed high-
er than six feet (67} and all fences shall be subject to approval by the Committee.

7. PBuilding Lines: No building shall be erected on any lot or lots in said
subdivision in front of the front building line shown on the map of said subdivi-
sion nor farther away from the street lot line than is determined to be in harmony
with existing structures by the Commiitee. HNo portion of any main building shall
be erected nearer than six feet (6') to any interior lot line, and the total width
of both side yards shall be not less than twenty per cent (20%) of the width of the
lot at the front building line.

8. Design and Quality: All improvements constructed shall be of a design
and quality of construction to withstand wind loads of forty (L0) pounds per
gquare foot so as not to cause undue hazard to neighboring structures.

9. Upkeep: The purchaser of property in said subdivision shall keep the
weeds out of the particular property owned by him and shall not permit the accumu-
lation of trash, rudbbish or other unsightly erticles on the premises, the easement
or in the sireei abutiing the same. The area in all the streets between the pave-
ment and the preperty line shall at all times be kept clean and free of unsightly
cbstacles. Owner shall have the privilege of having said lots cleaned to comply
with the above and any reasonable expense incurred in doing the same shall be paid
by the cwner of the respective lot or lots.

VI. LANDOWNERS' ACGREEMENT

In order to provide for the common use, enjoyment, benefit and maintenance
of the canals (including the concrete bulkheads slong such canals), parks, beauti~
fication areas, streets and cther common areas within Padre Island-Corpus Christi
(hereinafter referred to as “common areas") and for the preservation of = marina
type community of the highest quality, Owper, for the benefit of itself and each
successor owner of a lot or parcel out of such subdivision, hereby binds itself,
its assigns and each successor owner, as follows:

1. At such time as any of the common areas in Padre Island-Corpus Christi
have been improved and are not being maintained by Kueces County, a city, or other
type of taxing suthority within which such esddition is located, Owner shall convey
such common areas to Padre Island Investment Corporation, Trusiee, hereinafter
called "Trustee", which shall have such supervisory authority to provide for the
proper maintenance of the common areas as may be appropriate to such subdivision.
Trustee shall not be liable to an owner of any interest in such subdivision for
any damage, claim or expense for the manner in which said common areas are main-
tained and repaired, or for failure to maintain or repair said common aress.

2. In order to provide a fund for the proper maintenance of such common
areas, hereinafter called "Maintenance Fund", there is hereby imposed upon each
canal lot in the pubdivision an annual maintenance charge which shall not exceed
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two cents (2¢) per square foot of such lot, and there is hereby imposed upon each
interior lot in the subdivision an annual maintenance charge which shall not exw
ceed cne cent (1¢) per square foot of such lot. Such maintenance charge shall he
determined annually by the Trustee based upon the projected cost of maintzining
such common arees; however, no maintenance charge shall be assessed by Trustee
until some portion of the common areas has been improved. Once assessed by the
Trugtee, one-twelfth {1/12) of suck maintenance charge shail be payable monthly,
in advance, on the first dsy of each month, by each beneficial owner of a lot in
such subdivision. The maintenance charge hereby imposed shall not apply to Owner,
or to lots to which Owner owns both the record and beneficial title.

3. Heither Owner nor Trustee shall be liable or responsible to any person
cr persons for failure or inability to collect the maintenance charge or any part
thereof from any person or persons.

4., The Maintenance Fund may be pooled, merged or combined with the mainte-
nance funds of other portions of the Padre Isiand-Corpus Christi Project as devel~
oped by Owner, provided the lots and/or owners of lots in such cther portions of
such Padre Tsland-Corpus Christi Project are subject to a maintenance charge, lien
and administrative provisions substantially the same as set forth in this Part VT,
Such pooled maintenance fund may be expended by the Trustee for the general benefit
anéd common good of the varicus sections or units of Padre Island-Corpus Christi
paying into such fund, without regard to the amount collected from esch seetion or
portion. Trustee may use such funds, or any part therecf, for safety and/or recre-
ational preojects and for developing, improving and maintaining any and all of the
common areas which the owners and/or occupants of lots in any of the sections or
portions of Padre Island-Corpus Christi may be privileged or shall have the right
to use, regardless of who may own such common areas and regardiess of their loca~

tion within the entire Padre Island-Corpus Christi Project. It is agreed and under-

stood that the judgment of the Trustee, as custodian end administrator of said
Maintenance Fund, when used in good faith in the expenditure of said funds, or any
part thereof, shall be binding, final and conclusive upon all parties in interest.
Trustee shall receive nc compensation for acting as custodian and administrator of
said Maintenance Fund.

5. The payment of the maintenance charge hereby imposed shall be secured by
an express lien in favor of Trustee, as custodian and administrator of the Mainte-
nence Fund, which lien is placed and imposed upon each lot in the subdivision sube
Ject to such charge. There is hereby granted unto the Trustee an express lien
against each lot or parcel of the subdivision to secure all obligaticns of the
owner or owners of said lot or parcel imposed upon such owner, or loi, under the
provisions hereof. B5aid lien mey be foreclosed in the same manner as a vendor's
lien, without prejudice, however, to any other rights, powers or causes of action
which the holder of said lien may have against any party who is then or who has
theretofore been the owner of the property affected thereby. Said lien and all
other provisions of this agreement shall be secondary and subordinate, however, to
any liens, deeds of trust and encumbrances whatsoever given to secure the purchase
price of the lot or any part therecf, or given to any bank, savings and loan asso-
ciation, insurance company, trust company, fraternal benefit organization, or
corporation with banking or related powers, lavfully lending money for the puUrpese
of making repair or constructing dwellings or any other improvements whatsoever on
any porticn of such lot, or scquiring any note or other evidence of indebtedness
previously made for any such purposs. If any such lender or party acquiring such
indebtedness should be in doubt as %o the purpose for which such loan was made, or
indebtedness incurred, or as to whether the lien herein granted is subordinate to
any lien or deed of trust given for the purpose of securing any such mortgage or

indebtedness, such lender or party acquiring such indebtedness may rely conclusively

upon the written stetement of the Trustee, with respect thereto. The Trustee may
release or suberdinate said lien and any cther provisions of this agreement, in
whole or in part, with respect to eny lot or lots, should it deem it advisab¥e, for
any reason whatscever, without affeeting said lien irnsofar as it applies to any
other lot cor lots in the subdivision.

Without dimirishing the personal obligations of any owner for any sum imposed

under the terms hereof, the lien hereby granted upon any lot shall not secure any
sum in excess of the lesser of the following amounts:

e
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&. The unpald assessments made under the terms hereof for the four
years next preceding the date that such lien is sought to be
asserted or foreclosed; or

t. The sum of Twelve Hundred Dellars {$1200.00).

6. Any person negligently or willfully damaging or destroying all or any
pertion of the common areas, incliuding the bulkheads and tie backs, shall be
responsible to the Trustee for damages, and the Trustee shall use any funds col-
lected by claim, lawsuit or settlement agreement growing out of such damage or
destruction, to repair such demage or destruction, to the extent of such funds.

T. Trustee shall have, and it is hereby granted, the full right, power and
authority to convey all of its right, titile and interests in and to the common
areas and the Maintenance Fund as well as all of its powers, righis, liens, respon-
sibilities, duties and authority under the terms of this Part VI to: (a) a non-
profit corporation, or other organization, formed by Owner for the purpose of main-
taining the common areas in any porition of the Padre Island-Corpus Christi Project;
or {b) a public or quasi-public corporation or entity with the power to tax such as
a city, Nueces County or a public district having such powers.

8. All references to "Trustee” in this Part VI shall apply with equal force
and effect to any successor in interest to Trustee, as provided in paragraph T of
this Part VI.

VII. DURATION

The restrictions and covenants herein set forth ghall continue and be bind-
ing upon Owner, its successors and assigns, for a period of thirty-five (35} Years
frem this date. At the expiration of said term of thirty-five (35) years the re-
strictions and covenants herein set out shall automatically be extended for an
additional ten (10} year pericd and for successive periods of ten (10) years there-
after, unless same sre nullified or revised as hereinafter provided. After the
expiration of thirty-five (35} years from the date of this instrument, the owners
of & majority of the lots in this subdivision, may execute and acknowledge an agree-
ment in writing terminating or revising these restrictions and covenants and file
the same in the Office of the County Clerk of Nueces County, Texas, or in such
office as conveyances of real estate may be required to be filed, at such time,
thereupon these restrictions and covenants shall be null, void and of no further
force and effect, or shall be modified or revised as such instrument may direct.

VIII. AMENDMENT

At any time the owners of the legal title to 51% of the lots in such subdivi-
sicn (as shown by the records of Nueces County, Texas} may smend the restrictions,
covenants, conditions, and matters set forth herein by filing an instrument con-
taining such amendment in the COffice of the County Clerk of Nueces County, Texas,
except that, prior to the expiration of fifteen (15} years from date hereof, no
such amendment shall be valid or effective without the joinder of Owner, its suve-
cessors or assigns.

IX. ENFORCEMENT

The restrictions, conditions and use limitations herein set forth shall be
binding wpon Owner, its successors and assigns, and all parties claiming by,
through, or under them and all subsequent owners of each lot, each of whom shail
be obligated and bound to observe such restrictions, conditions and use limitations,
provided, however, that no such persons shall be liable except in respect to breach-
es committed during his or their ownership of said lot. The violation of any such
restriction, condition or use limitation, shall not operate to invalidate any mort-
gage, deed of trust, or other lien acquired and held in good faith against said
lot or any part thereof, but such liens may be enforced against any and all prop-
erty covered thereby, subject, nevertheless, to the restrictions, conditioas and
use limitations herein menticned. Owner, or the owners of any lot in this addi-
tion, or Trustee, its successors and assigns, shall have the right to enforce ob-
servance or performance ¢f the provisions of this instrument. If any person or
persons viclates or attempts to violate any of the restrictions, conditions or use
jimitations contained herein, it shall be lawful for any person or persons owning
any lot out of said addition to prosecute proceedings at law or in equity against
the person violating or attempting to vicolate the same, either to prevent him or
them from so doing, or to correct such violation, or to recover damages, or to cob-
tain such other relief for such violations as then may be legally availsble.
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Invalidation of any of the terms, provisions or covenants contained in this
instrument by judgment or court order shall not in any way affect any of the other .
terms, provisions or covenants set forth in this instrument which shall remain in

full force and effect,.

¥I. DEDICATION
This instrument of dedication relates to and affects only the above described
property, specifically excluding the property described in paragraph 1 of Part I,
s.nd shal;L ﬂpt affect other property.

WHEREAS, the owners of more than fifty percent (50%) of the Lots in each Subdivision
described above (and on Exhibit A attached) have approved amendments to the Protective
Covenants and Landowners’ Agreement in order to provide for future increases in annual
maintenance charges;

NOW, THEREFORE, based upon the written approval of said amendments by the
owners of more than fifty percent (50%) of the lots in each such Subdivision, the Board of
Directors of the Padre Isles Property Owners Association, Inc. hereby files the following
amendments which shall amend the Landowners’ Agreement as provided below:

1. Article VI of the Protective Covenants and Landowners’ Agreement concerning the
maintenance of the common areas is amended to add to Section 2 therein an additional paragraph
2a providing as follows:



2a. Upon the transfer of record title to any lot which is used for a single-family
residence or duplex following the recordation of this Amendment, the amount of the
annual maintenance charge upon each canal lot shall not exceed ten cents (10¢) per
square foot, and the amount of the annual maintenance charge upon each interior lot
shall not exceed two cents (2¢) per square foot. For any lot which is used for other
multi-family (tri-plex or greater) purposes or authorized commercial purposes,
commencing in 2007 the amount of the annual maintenance charge shall increase in
equal amounts over five years until the amount of the annual maintenance charge upon
each canal lot in the subdivision shall not exceed ten cents (10¢) per square foot, and the
amount of the annual maintenance charge upon each interior lot in the subdivision shall
not exceed two cents (2¢) per square foot. Once assessed, annual maintenance charges
shall be payable annually or in such installments as authorized by the Trustee.

Provided that, as to Tract A, Padre Island-Corpus Christi, Section No. 4 (Tradewinds) operating
under the Declaration of Covenants Conditions and Restrictions dated February 17, 1983,
recorded at Volume 1856, Pages 357-365, Deed Records of Nueces County, Texas, the foregoing
amendment is added as Section 3a after Article 111, Section 3 therein.

This Correction Amendment of Protective Covenants and Landowners’ Agreement
amends and replaces in its entirety the original Amendment of Protective Covenants and
Landowners’ Agreement dated January 2, 2007, filed of record as Document No. 2007000379 of
the Official Public Records of Nueces County, Texas, in order to correct the text of the
amendment stated above to match the exact text approved by the majority of the property owners
in said subdivisions, providing for an increase in the annual maintenance charge from two cents
(2¢) per square foot to ten cents (10¢) per square foot and phasing in said increase.
